Hello!

This is your final information before Whitby Folk Week kicks off for another year. I’ve included your dance programme together with the order for the Sunday Dance Extravaganza, and a map, You’ll also receive a couple of full working programmes for your team, and you can find out more at www.whitbyfolk.co.uk or on Facebook. 
You might also find it useful to have a look at www.scarborough.gov.uk/home/parking/whitby-parking which details local parking restrictions. 
Hopefully this will get you there and started, but if there are any other queries, please email me.
Festival Office and ticket collection
Every performer and guest will need to collect for their own ticket.

Campers will be given their ticket when they register at the campsite.

Non-campers will need to collect their tickets on Saturday 18th August from the Festival Office at Whitby Spa Pavilion. There will be a specific Dance Team Desk from 11.00am, which will close once the majority tickets have collected, after which the remaining tickets can be collected from one of the main ticket desks. 
If you are a non-camper arriving after Saturday then you will need to collect your ticket from the Festival Office on the Spa Mezzanine between 9.30am and 5.30pm.
No additional tickets will be issued on the day, and they are non-exchangeable, so if you’ve missed any team members off your list please let me know by return.
Dance Team Leaders Briefing
There will be a Dance Team Leaders Briefing in the main hall of the Spa Pavilion, by the Dance Team Desk from 11-11.30am on Saturday 18th August. Please let me know who will be attending this on behalf of your team. 
Campsite
This is at the Rugby Club on White Leys Road, Whitby, YO21 3PB, and will be open from 2pm on Friday 17th August. 
If you no longer require camping then please let me know so that pitches that can be re-allocated. 

Indoor Venues
Please do not wear clogs, hobnails or taps in the Metropole or Whitby Mission; and no hobnails, clog irons, or taps in the Spa Pavilion. 
There are dressing rooms in the Spa Pavilion where teams can leave bags etc (at their own risk) during ceilidh spots. There is a staircase down to these from the main foyer as well as an entrance to the main hall from backstage for displays. 
For the Sunday Dance Extravaganza please assemble in the Spa Foyer in kit 20 minutes before your spot. You will be asked to go on from backstage, and exit via the main foyer to avoid congestion. 
For step and rapper teams programmed to dance in the craft fair there will be two 8'x4' boards available for you to dance on.

For teams running workshops in the second half of the week, you have been allocated a time for Friday's Workshop Showcase, which is given in your team programme.

Outdoor Displays 
Tours are generally three teams, though occasionally there may be four, and are usually turn and turn about, averaging 15 minutes dancing/ 3 dances per team per spot. Please agree a running order with the other teams – your programme is in alphabetical order for ease of programming, not performance order! There will be MC's at some venues, but where there isn't, if someone in your team is comfortable introducing teams then please do so to try and encourage contributions to collections.
For teams programmed to dance up at Whitby Abbey there will be limited taxi space for members that cannot walk the 199 steps up to the Abbey. You will need to pre-book spaces with me, especially the teams programmed there on the first Saturday. 

Collecting
We have a wonderful Whale Bone Trophy for the team that collects the most! Previous winners have been Four Corner Sword, Sheffield City Morris and Horwich Prize Medal Morris Dancers. For your chance to win please pick up a collecting box from the Festival Office each day and ask team members to collect! The collections help pay for the teams to be at Whitby Folk Week, so any help will be much appreciated. To count towards the trophy your final collections will need to be in by 12noon on Friday 23rd, though please still carry on collecting after this time! 
Display venues
1. Dock End (aka Tourist Information/ Scoresby Monument) – at the harbour end of the front (west side) near the swing bridge.
2. Pannett Park Museum – Pannett Park is on the west side between Bagdale and Flowergate, and museum is towards the top of Pannett Park.
3. Whitby Abbey – through east side market and up the famous 199 steps! The dance spot will be in front of the visitor centre. 
4. The Bandstand – on the sea front next to the pier (west side). 
5. Captain Cook Monument – just up the steps (only about 100!) above the bandstand!
What if it rains? 

Of course we’ve ordered good weather, but as those of you that have been to Whitby before will know, we can have the occasional burst of rain! Please use common sense and if you decide not to dance let the other teams you’re due to dance with know your decision, and then resume your tour again as and when the weather permits. I'm afraid we don't have wet weather contingency but there are plenty or cafés & pubs close by to shelter in.

Parades
Both parades will leave from Crescent Gardens and process through the town to the Bandstand. Please assemble by 4.15pm to ensure the parade can start promptly at 4.30pm.

There will be a van to take bags etc from the start of each parade to the Bandstand, though we ask that you collect them as soon as possible following the parade as the van is needed elsewhere. 
Please keep the parade moving at all times and do not include static figures unless the parade has been stopped by the Parade Marshall. All roads will be marshalled but please help by keeping gaps to a minimum so that cars can't push in.
When you arrive at the Bandstand please parade straight across the front and gather round the back to avoid congestion. Please do not form a guard of honour as this causes congestion on the public highway! Once all the teams have arrived you will be asked to perform one dance per team in parade order.
Health & Safety
Please bring a copy of your public liability insurance with you, and remember to be mindful of health & safety at all times, especially:
· be careful of surfaces, especially cobbles and manhole covers;

· be aware for onlookers, especially in the parade along the pedestrianised areas and outside pubs where there tend to be larger crowds;

· in the parade keep gaps between teams to a reasonable minimum to prevent cars sneaking in, unless it’s an emergency or drivers are obviously impatient, in which case parade stewards will direct you; and
· do not knowingly use damaged equipment.
